Internet and Modern Life

The Internet has already entered our ordinary life. Everybody knows that the
Internet is a global computer network, which embraces hundreds of millions of
users all over the world and helps us to communicate with each other.

The history of Internet began in the United States in 1969. It was a military
experiment, designed to help to survive during a nuclear war, when everything
around might be polluted by radiation and it would be dangerous to get out for any
living being to get some information to anywhere. Information sent over the
Internet takes the shortest and safest path available from one computer to another.
Because of this, any two computers on the net will be able to stay in touch with
each other as long as there is a single route between them. This technology was
called packet switching.

Invention of modems, special devices allowing your computer to send the
information through the telephone line, has opened doors to the Internet for
millions of people.

Most of the Internet host computers are in the United States of America. It is
clear that the accurate number of users can be counted fairly approximately,
nobody knows exactly how many people use the Internet today, because there are
hundreds of millions of users and their number is growing.

Nowadays the most popular Internet service is e-mail. Most of the people use
the network only for sending and receiving e-mail messages. They can do it either
they are at home or in the internet clubs or at work. Other popular services are
available on the Internet too. It is reading news, available on some dedicated news
servers, telnet, FTP servers, etc.

In many countries, the Internet could provide businessmen with a reliable,
alternative to the expensive and unreliable telecommunications systems its own
system of communications. Commercial users can communicate cheaply over the
Internet with the rest of the world. When they send e-mail messages, they only
have to pay for phone calls to their local service providers, not for international
calls around the world, when you pay a good deal of money.

But saving money is only the first step and not the last one. There is a
commercial use of this network and it is drastically increasing. Now you can work
through the internet, gambling and playing through the net.

However, there are some problems. The most important problem is security.
When you send an e-mail, your message can travel through many different
networks and computers. The data is constantly being directed towards its
destination by special computers called routers. Because of this, it is possible to get
into any of the computers along the route, intercept and even change the data being
sent over the Internet. But there are many encoding programs available. Not with-
standing, these programs are not perfect and can easily be cracked.

Another big and serious problem of the net is control. Yes, there is no
effective control in the Internet, because a huge amount of information circulating
through the net. It is like a tremendous library and market together. In the future,
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the situation might change, but now we have what we have. It could be expressed
in two words— an anarchist's dream.

Crawl under a sturdy table and cover your face and head with your arms. Stay
away from windows and large bureaus or bookcases that could fall. If you become
trapped under debris, cover your mouth with a cloth or shirt, and tap against a pipe
or other object to make noise. (Don't yell for help unless you have to; you risk
inhaling dangerous quantities of dust.)

Great Britain has given the world many outstanding scientists.

Alexander Fleming, the discoverer of penicillin was born in Scotland. He spent his
working hours almost entirely in hospitals and laboratories. His discovery of penicillin
did more to help suffering people than anything else for centuries. When he died in
1955 his old friend said: “... by his work he relieved more suffering than any other
living man”.

Ernest Rutherford, a famous English physicist worked in the field of radioactivity.
His brilliant researches established the existence and nature of radioactive
transformations. He was one of the founders of the atomic theory of physics and
creators of the first atomic model.

M. Faraday made his major discovery in the field of electricity — the
electromagnetic induction. He also made several important observations on the
conductivity of different materials. Enjoying world-wide popularity, Faraday remained
a modest man, who rejected high titles.

Edinburgh-born scientist Alexander Graham Bell patented his invention of the
telephone in 1876. The following year, the great American inventor Thomas Edison
produced the first working telephone. With telephones soon becoming rapidly available,
the days of letter-writing became numbered.

Television was the invention that swept the world and changed leisure habits for
countless millions was pioneered by Scottish-born electrical engineer John Logie Baird.
It had been realised for some time that light could be converted into electrical impulses,
making it possible to transmit such impulses over a distance and then reconvert them
into light.

The computer has been another life-transforming invention. British mathematician
Charles Babbage designed a form of computer in the mid-1830s, but it was not until
more than a century later that theory was put into practice. Now, a whole generation has
grown up with calculators, windows, icons, computer games and word processors, and
the Internet and e-mail have transformed communication and information.

For anyone with an interest in the Soviet Union, the All-Russia Exhibition Centre in
the north of Moscow is a must. The centre was officially opened in 1939 as the All-
Union Agricultural Exhibition, but after the Second World War this was reconstructed
and in 1959 the whole centre was reopened as the Exhibition of the Achievements of the
National Economy of the USSR. The centre was envisaged as a showcase for the
achievements of the Soviet Union in various spheres and for this purpose many
extravagant exhibit halls were built each dedicated to a different branch of science or
technology, or to a different area or republic of the USSR. In 1992 the exhibition centre
was renamed the All-Russia Exhibition Centre. Throughout the 1990s it appeared that
the exhibition centre was destined to turn into a market and a tacky fairground, although
since 2009 there have been plans to redevelop the centre which will hopefully preserve
this unique place and keep this time capsule of the Soviet Union and Stalinist
architecture intact. The Main Entrance to the exhibition centre is formed by a massive
32-metre arched gate. It was built in 1954 and is topped with a statue of a two
agricultural workers holding a bale of hay above them and it also features several
reliefs.
